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This semester the CCS Film Screening 
Series will focus on female agency 
embodied in three di�erent genres. Set in 
a turbulent time leading to the Northern 
Expedition (1926-27) in early Republican 
China, Four Loves (Lee Hsing, 1965) was 
the �rst screen adaptation of a story by 
popular romance novelist Qiong Yao. 
This romantic melodrama places the 
female protagonist Wanjun, an orphan, 
in the center of attention of her three 
“cousins.” Vengeance of the Phoenix 
Sisters (Chen Hung-Min, 1968), a 
martial arts taiyu pian 
(Taiwanese-language �lm), follows 
three orphaned sisters who seek 
revenge separately. The two younger 
sisters fall in love with the eldest 
sister, disguised as a handsome 
warrior, whom they have never met. 
My Fancy High Heels (Ho Chao-ti, 
2010), the seventh documentary 
in director Ho’s globalization 
series, scrutinizes the cruel fate of 
animals and women workers in 
the production process of fancy 
high heels. It re�ects on Taiwan’s 
past glory as the world’s largest 
exporter of shoes between 1976 
and 1987.
