On top of the 6 units of University Core Chinese (see below item 4) and the extra 6 units of
Chinese language required by the Programme, students must complete another 9 units of Major
required Chinese language classes (CPTH / CLCP / CLCE and/or CCAN / CLCC) to graduate.
Altogether, 21 units* of Chinese language are required for the Major students throughout the
study of the undergraduate degree. Chinese language courses are offered by the Chinese
Language Center (CLC) located in the Leung Kau Kui Building. The CLC courses cannot be
enrolled on CUSIS, therefore, please visit the CLC office for course placement and
enrollment.
